We have thought adout it for
years but could not quite make up our minds end bang} out of & clear sky one Sunday
in August we went to look at  this house and put & down payment on it on the spot
and within two weeks we hed signed the papers and started remodeling, It is a
small white conerete block house on an acre and a sixth of lend in ean old apple
orchard, 4% miles north of Chardon. We took out two walls, making e living roem
23 X 11 and ma king the kitchen an L, 11 x -6 extending back from the living room,
A smell bedroom and bath room, a nd that's it!

put down asphalt tile on all the floors; put in e new double sink and flat top
electric hot water heater 2 nd bought an electric stove, sterting a U working unit
in the kitchen, vauch we intend to finish with cupboards end a counter around to
the refrigera tor on the other side.

Alfred says he thinks he is happior than he hes ever been in his life, We drive in
and out together, Alfred works deys all the time nows It is 24 miles to Alfred’s
plant and we drive it in 35 minutes. So far we have been very fortunate this Fall,
as the weather has been wonderful end warm; almost no snow.

Bill, Martha and Jacky have a lovely home in Miemi. I am sure sceing their home
started us thinking ebout one of our own. We enjoyed our visit with them so muche.
